Forward: 912 Sheep comprising 295 Prime Hoggs, 189 Cast Ewes and Rams & 166 Sheep with 262 Lambs at Foot.
PRIME HOGGS 
There was a smaller entry of prime hoggs forward this week, but trade remains strong, with buyers requiring numbers each week at Hawes. Heavy-weight hoggs continue to sell in excess of the £200 mark, peaking at £202 on numerous occasions from P Turnbull, Whitby, matched by T & LM Goad & Sons, Dent with heavy-weight Texels. This was closely followed by B & J Aconley, Farndale, selling heavy-weight Texels to £200.

Hill-bred heavy-weight hoggs topped at £191 for Cheviot crosses from JS & D Cloughton & Son, Bainbridge, followed by £185 for Rough Fells from E & K Bland, Gaisgill, and Scotch Blackfaces to £180 from P Turnbull, Whitby. Mules twice peaked at £180 from HH Smith, Whitby and T & LM Goad & Sons, Dent.

Handy-weight hoggs remained in strong demand, with plenty of pens of continentals exceeding the 400p/kg mark, peaking at 470p/kg. This topped at £202 for 43kg Beltex hoggs from R Mudd & Sons, Cubeck. Best meated handy-weight horned hoggs sold in the region of 400p/kg.

More hoggs are required for next week’s sale, and we recommend taking advantage of the strong trade.

Trade would be up again on the week, strong ewes with meat were in demand. Topping the trade today a Beltex x at £248 from R & J Myers, Bransdale and followed by £196 for R Mudd & Sons, Cubeck. Suffolks from JM Smith, Whitby sold for £245 and £225 with HB Farms following closely at £222. Texels topped at £235 and then hit £222 twice for SH TA & M Sutcliffe and J Rukin & Son. Only a few BFL forward and they averaged £194. Mules were stronger on the week and topped by SH TA & M Sutcliffe at £198 with AT Pratt & HH Smith both at £190. Horned ewes were well bid for and topped again at £166 for Roughfells consigned from E & K Bland. Some belting Swaledale ewes forward topping at £156 from DT Dinsdale & Son and £152 from E & K Bland with £151 from JA Alderson. 10 lots at £130 or above all swales averaged £116. Not many rams forward BFL topping at £228 for P Turnbull with the same vendor having a Tex x at £202. Beltex achieved £182 for B & J Aconley and Wensleydales at £180 for A Lambert. Swaledales topped today at £158 for GJ & JM Scarr and £152 for P Turnbull.

SALE OF EWES WITH LAMBS AT FOOT

There was another strong entry of 166 ewes with lambs at foot, with sheep to suit all buyers’ requirements and budgets. Quality outfits met strong demand, with the best twin outfits selling in excess of the £400 mark, topping at £430 for a Continental ewe with smart twin lambs from MW & HE Pedley, Little Musgrave. They also sold pure Beltex shearlings with a single Beltex gimmer lamb to £300.

Also selling in excess of the £400 mark was a Dutch Spotted cross shearling with twin lambs at foot from GM & A Jackson, Little Eccleston, topping their consignment at £415. Continental shearlings with single lambs from the same home sold to £290.

A run of full-mouthed Suffolk ewes with twin lambs at foot topped at £375 from HB Farms, Fadmoor. There was a large number of aged Mule ewes with lambs at foot, with strong ewes and strong lambs in demand, peaking at £348 from WC Porter & Son, Reeth. Plenty of aged Mule ewes with twins sold between £320 and £335.

Leading prices for singles saw big Mule ewes with single lambs sell to £280 from WC Porter & Son, Reeth.

A larger number of hill-bred ewes came forward, with Cheviot ewes and Cheviot Mule twins topping at £280 from Croft Farm Partnership, Hardraw, while singles sold to £202. Horned sheep also came forward in slightly greater numbers. Correct Swaledale ewes with Mule twins sold to £245 from WC Porter & Son, Reeth, who also sold broken-mouthed Swaledale ewes with Mule twins to £235. Swaledale ewes with continental twin lambs sold to £200 from A & TA Blades, Hawes.

Entries are already flowing in for next week’s sale, to include 20 Mule shearlings with Texel twin lambs at foot.
